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Abstract



This thesis studies the mental inference of Al-Shatbi in his book entitled "Al-
Magased Al-Shafeyah™ concentrating on analogy as a model for mental significations.
The analogy is the basis for other significations that have branched from it. It is
considered the second source of the language after the linguistic data.

The study has four chapters preceded by a preliminary and followed by a
conclusion.

The preliminary introduces a short biography about Al-Shatbi and his book. It
also discusses the notions of the mental inference and the linguistic data.

Chapter | deals with terms of Usul Al-Nahw "grammatical principles" and the
analogy in general.

Chapter Il discusses through its two main topics the analogy of Arabs and its
general principal rules.

Chapter 111 studies five topics relating to the analogy. In the first main topic, it
deals with the notion of grammatical analogy. The next three topics are about the
three different main sections of analogy, i.e. Qeyas al ‘lllah "the analogy of cause"
and it function, Qeyas al-Shabah "the analogy of similarity" and his function, and
Qeyas al-Tard "the analogy of endurance” and his function. The last main topic of
chapter 11 is about the principal of the grammatical analogy.

Chapter 1V has two main topics about the theory of Al-Shatbi in the inference
of the analogy of Arabs. The second main topic is about the theory of Al-Shatbi of the
analogy of grammarians.

The conclusion of the thesis summaries the most prominent results of the
study. It has concluded that Al-Shatbi has differentiated between the analogy of Arabs
and the one of grammarians. It showed that Al-Shatbi has divided the analogy of
Arabs into the original analogy and the analogy of the speaker's use and that he has
used different terms for these two types of analogy. He depended on these two types
of analogy in clarifying the notion of the grammatical analogy and applied this in the
three main sections of analogy. It clarified the function of each section of them
through their contexts. It has concluded that Al-Shatbi has divided the principal rules
into three divisions. The first division is general principals governing the operation of
analogy. The second one is relating to the analogy of Arabs. The third one is relating
to the analogy of grammarians.

In general, the study has concluded that the Al- Shatbi has his own theory
about analogy regarding classification, generalizing and structure.
